"Chocolate Orange Segment” (18 yo) single cask from Glenrothes Distillery, Speyside 

"Flambé Fruit" 1995 (20 yo) single cask from Mortlach Distillery, Speyside 

"Rosy Apple Brûlée " 1988 (27 yo) single cask, single grain from Invergordon Distillery 

 

William Wemyss, Founder and Managing Director at Wemyss Malts, commented: “Continuing on 

from the first single cask release of the year we hope our customers will be elated with a second 

selection that truly demonstrates the quality and magic of well-aged whiskies such as a thirty five 

year old Caol Ila titled “The Admiral's Beacon.””
